a. a wise judge destroys a foolish king 

"A CASE OF JUSTIFIED HOMICIDE" 

a 1-Act Drama 

CAST: EHUD, the judge 

EGLON, the king of Moab 

PALACE SERVANTS 

PROLOG: After eighteen years serving the king of Moab, as discipline from the Lord 

for Israel's idolatry, the children of Israel cried out to the Lord for deliverance. 

In those days, Israel had no king of their own, so in answer for their prayer for 

deliverance from tyranny, the Lord raised up a judge to deliver them. His name 

was Ehud. 

SETTING: Eglon, the king of Moab, is seated comfortably in a lavishly furnished room in his 

summer house near the palace. He is being attended by his servants. One of 

them speaks to the king: 

SERVANT: "Your majesty, there is a certain man outside who wishes to speak to you about 

a personal matter." 

EGLON: "Who is this man, and what does he want?" 

SERVANT: "He says he is an Israelite by the name of Ehud, and he has a present for you, 

your majesty!" 

EGLON: (impatiently) "Well, don't stand there and keep him waiting! Bring him to me 

at once!" 

SERVANT: (goes to the door and calls the visitor) "The king wishes to have you come in! I 

see you are carrying a large box ... what do you have in the box?" 

EHUD: "I have a present for the king!" 

SERVANT: "Go in please ... the king is waiting for you!" 

EHUD: (walks in carrying a large box. He walks quickly, smiles and bows slightly 

before the king and speaks:) "Your majesty! You are very gracious to 

receive me!" 

EGLON: (excitedly) "Yes, yes! What did you bring with you?" 

EHUD: (takes a few steps closer to the curious king) "I have brought tribute money 

to you from my people, but what is even more important is that I have been 

sent here with a secret message for you from God!" 

EGLON: (looks around at his servants and gestures with his hand in their direction) 

"Take the tribute money which this man has brought, and then all of you go 

out of the room and leave us alone!" 

(now the two men are completely alone, and with much difficulty because of 

his enormous size, the king rises from his comfortable chair and speaks to 

Ehud) 

EGLON: (breathlessly in anticipation, looking at Ehud's right hand for a written message 

from God, the king asks:) "What is this secret message you have brought to 

me?" 

EHUD: (because he is a left-handed man, Ehud quickly reaches for a hidden dagger from 

his right thigh and plunges it into Eglon's abdomen and says:) "This is God's 

message for you, king Eglon!" 

(the king falls backward into his chair. Ehud attempts to remove his dagger, but 

he is unable to draw it from the fat which encloses it completely except for the 

handle.) 

(Ehud locks the door of the summer house and then escapes through a window, 

unnoticed by the household servants) 

IN CONCLUSION: After the death of Eglon, king of Moab, the Israelites had peace for 

the next eighty years!
