a. Two Jewish kings and their attitude toward God's Word 

"A MATTER OF OPINION" 3-act play 

CAST: 

Jehoshaphat, king of Judah 

Ahab, king of Israel 

Micaiah, God's prophet 

Zedekiah, chief of Ahab's false prophets 

10 false prophets of Baal 

4 soldiers of Ahab's army 

4 Syrian soldiers 

God's warning prophet to Jehoshaphat 

PROLOG: 

Our play involves two Jewish kings. One of them is ruler of the southern kingdom of Judah, and the other rules the northern kingdom known as Israel. Both of these men are believers, but their spiritual lives are in sharp contrast. They have agreed to fight together against their common enemy, which is Syria. 

ACT 1 - SETTING 

Inside the palace, King Ahab is sitting on his throne waiting for a special guest to arrive. That guest is Jehoshaphat, the king of Judah. Jehoshaphat enters the room, and Ahab rises to greet him. Ahab extends a friendly hand and then speaks to Jehoshaphat: 

AHAB: "How good of you to come here to help me, my friend! Please come 

over here and have a seat beside me!" 

(Jehoshaphat walks over to Ahab and takes a seat beside him and says:) 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Thank you for inviting me to help you fight our enemy!" 

AHAB: "I was afraid you wouldn't want to help me, Jehoshaphat! We haven't 

seen much of eachother since I married Jezebel!" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Why not? We are both Jews, and we must stand together 

against our enemy. I will certainly help you, Ahab! What 

plans have you made?" 

AHAB: "Nothing definite yet. Why don't we ask some of my prophets for their 

advice." 

(Ahab motions to one of his soldiers standing by, and says to him:) 

AHAB: "Bring some of my prophets here before us at once!" 

(the soldier leaves the room and very shortly returns with ten of 

Jezebel's prophets of Baal. they stand before the two kings and wait 

to be questioned.) 

AHAB: "Tell me, should Jehoshaphat and I go out to fight the Syrians at 

Ramoth-Gilead or not?" 

ZEDEKIAH: "Your majesties, go into battle! The Lord will surely deliver 

your enemies into your hands!" 

(Jehoshaphat looks very puzzled, and he turns to Ahab with a 

question:) 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Ahab! You know very well that these men are NOT God's 

prophets! Don't you have one of the Lord's prophets here 

that we may question him?" 

AHAB: "Well, we do have one man, but I hate him! He never brings good 

news to me! He always has a message of doom to bring to me 

from the Lord!" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "You shouldn't be so disrespectful of one of the Lord's 

prophets!" 

(Ahab looks a little embarrassed and then summons one of 

his soldiers and orders:) 

AHAB: "Go and get Micaiah from the prison, and bring him here to me 

for questioning!" 

(the soldier leaves as ordered, and the false prophets continue to 

encourage Ahab to go into battle. Suddenly, their spokesman, 

Zedekiah septs forward. He has a pair of elk horns in his hands. 

He holds them alongside his head and speaks to Ahab:) 

ZEDEKIAH: "The Lord spoke to me and said, you will push against the 

Syrians until they are destroyed just as a ram pushes against 

his enemy! You will be victorious! 

(Ahab turns to Jehoshaphat and says:) 

AHAB: "Relax, Jehoshaphat! Micaiah will be brought here in a little while. 

I certainly hope he will agree with these prophets!" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "What problems have you had with Syria before this?" 

AHAB: "About three years ago, when Ben-Hadad was king of Syria, he 

threatened to destroy Samaria and take everything of value from us!" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "How did you manage to stay alive?" 

AHAB: "The Lord sent His prophet to me and told me to order my men 

to fight the Syrians and utterly destroy their army. Also, the Lord 

promised to deliver th into our hands, because the Syrians said 

that He was the God of the hills but not the God of the valleys, 

and they thought they could defeat us in the valley of Ramoth-Gilead." 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "What did you do then?" 

AHAB: "We defeated them, of course, but I didn't have the heart to kill 

Ben-Hadad, so I spared his life." 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "How did the Lord deal with you when you let 

Ben-Hadad live?" 

AHAB: "He sent his prophet Elijah to me and said I was going to die 

because I was disobedient. That news was so disturbing to me, 

that I confessed my sin to the Lord, and He spared my life!" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "What a great victory, Ahab! Now the Syrians are 

threatening you again, and I'm here to help you!" 

(Ahab looks up and sees his soldier returning with the 

prophet Micaiah as they come through the door:) 

SOLDIER: "Micaiah, all of these prophets standing before Ahab have been 

encouraging him to go into battle. When you answer the king, 

you better agree with the other prophets! It's just a matter of 

opinion after all!" 

MICAIAH: "I can only speak the words which the Lord has given me to say!" 

(the soldier and Micaiah walk over and stand before Ahab, and 

Ahab questions Micaiah:) 

AHAB: "Micaiah! Shall we fight against the Syrians and reclaim 

Ramoth-Gilead or not?" 

MICAIAH: "Go, and you shall be victorious over the Syrians!" 

(Ahab stands up and shouts angrily at Miciah and says:) 

AHAB: Micaiah! How many times have I told you not to lie to me? What is 

the word from the Lord?" 

MICAIAH: "The Lord said the army of Israel will be destroyed if they go 

into battle against the Syrians." 

(Ahab turns to Jehoshaphat as he takes his seat upon his throne 

once more an says to Jehoshaphat:) 

AHAB: "There! Didn't I tell you this man would prophesy evil against me?" 

(Ahab looks back at Micaiah again and demands:) 

AHAB: "Now, tell me the truth, Micaiah!" 

MICAIAH: "The Lord showed me in a vision that His armies stood 

around His throne in heaven, and the Lord questioned them 

saying, 'Who will go down and convince Ahab to go against 

Syria and die on the battlefield?' One of the angels answered 

and said, 'I will go down and put a lying spirit in the mouth of 

Ahab's prophets!" 

(at that remark, the chief of the false prophets, Zedekiah, steps 

over to Micaiah and slaps him across the face and says to him:) 

ZEDEKIAH: "Which way did the spirit of the Lord go from me to you?" 

(before Micaiah can answer, Ahab stands again and points 

a finger at Micaiah and shouts:) 

AHAB: "Take this man back to his prison cell, and give him moldy bread 

to eat and stale water to drink until I return from the battle against 

Syria!" 

(as Micaiah is being dragged away, he turns his head in Ahab's 

direction and says:) 

MICAIAH: "If you return again to Samaria, the Lord has not spoken 

through me!" 

CURTAIN - End of Act 1 

ACT 2 - SETTING 

(the armies of Israel are camped at Ramoth-Gilead. Some of the men have 

entered the battle fray. Jehoshaphat is wearing his royal attire, but Ahab is 

wearing a disguise and has mingled with his troops. As they leave the camp, 

we hear two Syrian captains discussing their plan of attack:) 

SYRIAN CAPTAIN #1: "Remember that the king has ordered all of us 

captains to fight only with the king of Israel!" 

SYRIAN CAPTAIN #2: "Look! Isn't that Ahab over there in the gold-colored 

chariot? Come on! Let's go after him!" 

(as the captains surround the gold-colored chariot, 

Jehoshaphat cries out:) 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Stop! I'm not the king of Israel! I'm Jehoshaphat! 

Lord, protect me!" 

SYRIAN CAPTAIN #1: "Don't harm this man! He is not the one we want! 

Let's return to our troops and try to find Ahab!" 

(next, we see two Syrian soldiers with their 

weapons in their hands. One speaks to the other 

and says:) 

SOLDIER #1: "You have always been a crack shot with your bow and arrow! 

See if you can hit the fellow riding in that chariot over yonder!" 

SOLDIER #2: "I'll accept that challenge!" 

(he draws his bow and fires an arrow. The arrow hits 

the man in the chariot between the joints of the harness 

which he is wearing. The men do not realize that it is 

the king of Israel who has been wounded. Ahab is badly 

hurt, and he shouts to his chariot driver:) 

AHAB: "I've been badly wounded! Take me away from the heat of the 

battle, and prop me up in this chariot so I can see the action 

before I die!" 

CURTAIN - END ACT 2 

ACT 3 - SETTING 

(Jehoshaphat has left the battle unhurt, and he returns to Jerusalem again. 

As he enters his private chambers in the palace, one of his servants meets 

him and takes charge of his robes and asks:) 

SERVANT: "It is good to have you home again, your majesty! How 

did the battle go at Ramoth-Gilead?" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Badly! King Ahab was killed in the battle, and most 

of his troops were destroyed by the Syrians. Right 

now, I'd like to rest and be refreshed here in my chambers." 

(Jehoshaphat takes a seat, and as the servant begins to 

remove the king's sandals he speaks to the king and says:) 

SERVANT: "Your majesty, a certain man has been waiting to see you for 

several days. Are you able to receive him?" 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Who is the man?" 

SERVANT: "He is the prophet Jehu, whom you know." 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Bring him here right away! I'm anxious to hear what he 

has to say!" 

(the servant goes to the door and summons Jehu to enter 

the private chambers. Jehoshaphat rises to his feet to greet 

Jehu and says to him:) 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "Come in, Jehu! I trust you have brought a good word 

for me from the Lord!" 

JEHU: "The Lord has sent this message to you, king Jehoshaphat: 

'Should you help the ungodly and love those who are disobedient 

to the Word of the Lord?' " 

(Jehoshaphat carefully considers the words of Jehu, but he 

doesn't answer his question. He knows that God's message is 

about his friendship with Ahab) 

JEHU: "Because you have befriended Ahab, the Lord is very angry with you! 

However, you have pleased the Lord by destroying the places of 

idolatry in the land of Judah, and you have prepared your heart to 

seek the will of the Lord for your own life, so you will not be severely 

punished for your actions." 

JEHOSHAPHAT: "I acknowledge my sin before the Lord! I have done 

very wickedly just as the Lord has said! I will now set 

up judges and send them throughout the land of Judah to 

instruct my people to forsake their wicked ways and trust 

only in the Lord our God!"
