A beautiful young Shulamite woman is brought into Solomon's palace and groomed to become one of his queens. 

SONG OF SOLOMON 

a 3-Act Play 

CAST: 

SOLOMON - the villain 

SHULAMITE WOMAN - the heroine 

SHEPHERD LOVER - the hero 

DAUGHTERS OF JERUSALEM (or VIRGINS OF THE HAREM) 

BROTHERS 

MOTHER 

JEALOUS QUEEN 

SPECIAL NOTE: The Song of Solomon can be most clearly and accurately understood when viewed as an operetta. We have attempted to present it to you in that way. 

PROLOG 

ACT I 

A beautiful, young Shulamite woman has been brought into an elegant room near Solomon's harem. She is being groomed and attended to by the Virgins of the Harem who take care of all of the household duties and wait on the ladies in Solomon's harem. 

VIRGIN #1: (brushing her lovely black hair, says to the Shulamite woman), "How did you happen to be brought to this place?" 

VIRGIN #2: "Yes, please tell us ... we all want to hear what caused you to accept Solomon's invitation!" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "I am betrothed to a wonderful shepherd, and I wish to marry him, but my brothers said I was too young to be married. When I brought my beloved home to meet my mother and my brothers so he could ask for my hand in marriage, my brothers were very angry, and they threw him out of the house! Then they sent me away to work in the vineyards of Baal-hamon which they lease from the king. My duties there were to keep the foxes away from the fruit on the vines. One day while I was working in the vineyard, I saw a magnificent chariot coming down the road...” 

VIRGIN #3 (interrupts): "Was it Solomon's chariot?" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Yes, it certainly was unmistakably his chariot. Many soldiers were accompanying it, but you couldn't really see who was in the chariot... the air was filled with scents of myrrh and frankincense, and some beautifully-scented powders were being thrown into the air all around it ... the sight was like looking at great pillars of smoke!" 

VIRGIN #4: "Then what happened?" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Well, I knew Solomon was touring the countryside to look at his vines ...” 

VIRGIN #1 (interrupts): "Yes, yes ... please don't stop there!!" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "As I stood there watching, one of the soldiers approached me and told me that the king had been attracted to me and wanted to invite me to his palace where he could talk with me." 

VIRGIN #2: "What did you answer him? We're all waiting to hear the rest of your story ... please go on!" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "I agreed to go with the man because I thought I might meet some people in the city of Jerusalem who would know where I could find my shepherd whom I love. I didn't realize that I would be brought to this place!" 

VIRGIN #3: "We have been told to prepare you for Solomon's pleasure. Did you know he plans to make you one of his queens?” 

SUDDENLY, WITHOUT WARNING, SOLOMON BURSTS INTO THE ROOM IN ALL 

OF HIS GLORY! HE IS THE MOST HANDSOME AND THE WEALTHIEST MAN 

IN THE WORLD AT THAT TIME, AND HE IS VERY SURE THAT NO WOMAN 

CAN RESIST HIS CHARMS. HE APPROACHES THE SHULAMITE WOMAN WITH 

SEVERAL STRIDES, AND HE SPEAKS TO HER: 

SOLOMON: "Beautiful one ... it is so good of you to come here to talk with me! Have you been well taken care of by the Daughters of Jerusalem? I hope they have provided all of your needs." 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Yes, your majesty ... they have been very considerate, and I appreciate all you have done for me... .but please don't look upon me ... I have been out in the sun too long caring for my brothers vineyards ... my skin is darkened and dried like the tents of Kedar!" 

VIRGINS (in chorus): "Oh, No! Your skin is white and beautiful like the curtains of Solomon!" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Please do not look so attentively into my eyes, your majesty ... I am promised to another man whom I love! We have planned to marry ... he is going to build us a beautiful house in which to live....” 

SOLOMON (interrupting her excuses): "I will build you a very magnificent castle in which we will live, my beloved!" (He moves closer to her and takes her hand in his and and speaks again): "You are without a doubt the loveliest woman I ever saw! Please say you will marry me soon!" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: (drawing back with her hand on her forehead): 

'I'm suddenly feeling a bit faint, your majesty... please permit me to go down into your gardens for a breath of fresh air!" 

SOLOMON: (nodding affirmatively but reluctantly, releases her hand. He watches her leave the room, and then he goes to the window to observe her descending the pathway into his gardens below. As he is concentrating deeply on what strategy he would use when she returned, he hears a familiar voice behind him, saying) 

JEALOUS QUEEN: "Solomon, my dear ... what do you see in that Shulamite woman that you don't see in me?" 

SOLOMON: (still gazing out the window at the Shulamite woman, answers her...) "To me, my dear, her beauty is as magnificent and breathtaking as a company of horses in Pharoah's chariots!!" 

JEALOUS QUEEN: "Solomon, my husband and my love ... turn around and look at me ... I will dance for you, and then you can compare us!" 

SOLOMON: (turns about to observe his beautiful queen. He knows how lovely she is and how she dances. His attention is now fixed on her and temporarily off the Shulamite woman in the garden)

SETTING 

IN THE PALACE GARDENS, THE SHULAMITE WOMAN HEARS THE VOICE OF 

HER SHEPHERD LOVER CALLING SOFTLY TO HER. SHE LOOKS UP TO SEE 

HIM PEERING OVER THE WALL ... 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Is it really you, my love? I was afraid I might never see you again!" 

SHEPHERD LOVER: "I heard you were here with king Solomon I had to find you and make sure you were all right. Is everything well with you?" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "Yes, all is well with me! I've been waiting and praying that you would rescue me from the king!" 

SHEPHERD LOVER: "Come away with me, my love! I'll meet you at the garden gate over there ... my chariot is ready and awaiting us! Let us flee away quickly and go to your mother's house! Your brothers can't turn me away this time!" 

THE SHEPHERD OPENS THE GATE, AND THEY LEAVE UNNOTICED.

ACT III 

SETTING 

WE ARE STANDING IN FRONT OF THE SHULAMITE WOMAN'S HOME. HER 

MOTHER AND BROTHERS ARE WATCHING INTENTLY AT A CHARIOT COMING 

DOWN THE ROAD IN A CLOUD OF DUST 

BROTHER #1: "Is it possible that it is our sister coming down the road in that chariot?" 

BROTHER #2: "It looks like her, but who is that with her in the chariot?" 

BROTHER #1: "I'm sure it's that shepherd she wanted to marry! How did she get away from the vineyards where we sent her?" 

BROTHER #3: "Well, someone told me she was taken to Solomon's harem! If she has been defiled, we will lock her up and throw away the key! We can't have anything like that happening in our family, can we?" 

MOTHER: "I raised her in a proper way, and I'm sure she is a virtuous young lady!" 

THE CHARIOT ARRIVES AT THE HOUSE. THE WOMAN AND HER SHEPHERD LOVER RUN TO MEET THE FAMILY... 

MOTHER: "We're happy to have you home again, my dear. We're all glad to see your fiance again too!" 

BROTHER #2: “We heard you were taken to Solomon's palace. What happened there? - Are you well?" 

SHULAMITE WOMAN: "I saw the chance to get away from the vineyards where you sent me, and I thought I would have a better chance to find my beloved in the city. Solomon talked with me and asked me to be one of his queens. It was a great honor, but I was frantic ... I made an excuse to go into his gardens below the palace for a breath of fresh air. He allowed me to leave, and when I got down in the garden, my beloved was waiting for me. We came directly to you. Now may we have your permission to be married?" 

MOTHER AND BROTHERS: "Yes, you have our blessing! We hope you will both be very happy together." “Goodbye!!!”
